FY2015 ANNUAL REPORT  
TOWN of MILTON 

 
The Chittenden County Regional Planning Commission (CCRPC) is a cooperative regional forum for the 
development of policies, plans and programs that address regional issues and opportunities in 
Chittenden County. Its vision is to be a pre-eminent, integrated regional organization that plans for 
healthy, vibrant communities, economic development, and efficient transportation of people and 
goods while improving the region’s livability. The CCRPC serves as the region’s federally designated 
metropolitan planning organization (MPO) and is responsible to all citizens of the region to ensure the 
implementation of the best regional and transportation plan for Chittenden County. The CCRPC also 
provides technical and planning assistance to its member municipalities and the Vermont Agency of 
Transportation (VTrans). 
 
The CCRPC is governed by a 29-member board consisting of one representative from each of the 
County’s 19 municipalities; transportation representatives from VTrans, Chittenden County 
Transportation Authority (CCTA), Federal Highway Administration (FHWA), the Federal Transit 
Administration (FTA), the Burlington International Airport (BIA) and a rail industry representative; and, 
at-large members representing the interests of agriculture; environmental conservation; business; and 
housing/socio-economic. The legislative body of each Chittenden County municipality selects its own 
representative and alternate. The full Commission selects the at-large representatives. 
 
The CCRPC appreciates the opportunity to work with its municipal members to plan appropriately for 
the region’s future to protect the special quality of life that is shared throughout Chittenden County. In 
FY15, the CCRPC invested about $5 million in regional land use, transportation, emergency 
management, energy, natural resources, public engagement, training, and technical assistance. The 
program leverages $4.7 million in Federal and State investment with $245,000 in municipal dues and 
another $300,000 in local match for specific projects—a 9:1 return on investment.

• ECOS Plan Annual Report – The 2014 Annual Report is a summary that highlights a number of 
regional accomplishments, trends, and high priority actions. The ECOS Plan is the combined 
Regional Plan, Metropolitan Transportation Plan, and Comprehensive Economic Development 
Strategy for Chittenden County. The ECOS Scorecard is our new online platform that hosts the 
ECOS Partners’ shared measurement system that monitors how Chittenden County is doing 
with regard to achieving our shared ECOS goals.

• Emergency Management – CCRPC, with Local Emergency Planning Committee 1 (LEPC 1 
http://www.ccrpcvt.org/em/lepc/), served as a key conduit between the City and the State in 
sharing damage assessment information after disasters, helped with emergency preparedness 
for hazardous materials incidents, hosted workshops on a wide array of emergency 
preparedness topics, and facilitated Incident Command System training.  

• Transportation Demand Management – The CCRPC, along with regional and state partners, 
continued hosting Go! Chittenden County, a one-stop-shop for information and advice about 
our region’s transportation resources (www.gochittendencounty.org). The CCRPC promoted the 
12th annual Way to Go! Smart Trips Challenge (www.waytogovt.org) the week of May 4-15 to 
encourage sustainable transportation (non-single occupant vehicle travel) and demonstrate the 
environmental and financial benefits.  

• The Intelligent Transportation System Plan was drafted which describes how to best use 
telecommunications and computing technology to boost the efficiency of the transportation 
system for passenger cars, trucks, busses, emergency and maintenance vehicles, and provide 
timely information on travel options.  

• Diversity & Equity – The CCRPC updated the Public Participation Plan (PPP), which focused on 
diversity and equity. We are currently soliciting assistance from outside organizations to help 
with implementing the PPP for specific projects. (http://www.ccrpcvt.org/aboutus/public/)  

• Regional Technical Assistance – Includes GIS mapping, model municipal plans, bylaw and 
ordinance revisions, Act 250 application reviews, grant administration, build-out analyses, 
orthoimagery acquisition, and improving the VT Online Bridge and Culvert Inventory Tool 
(http://www.vtculverts.org/).

Economies, New Tools for Estimating Walking and Bicycling Demand, Putting Equity on the 
Map: Innovative Tools to Measure Access to Opportunity, VOBCIT/VTCulverts 
(http://www.vtculverts.org/) and more.  

• MS4 - Provided ongoing staff support to the Chittenden County Stream Team 
(http://www.ccstreamteam.org) and the Chittenden County Regional Stormwater Education 
Program (http://www.smartwaterways.org) to facilitate multi-municipal cooperation to comply

RECOMMENDED MOTION: 
Authorize the Town Manager to negotiate and execute an on-going contract with PlaceSense for 
continued consulting services not to exceed $11,800 in accordance with the scope of work, schedule, 
and budget presented. 

 
BACKGROUND: 
In September of 2015, the Selectboard authorized a Municipal Planning Grant (MPG) application to the 
Vermont Agency of Commerce in Community Development to fund the work for which this item, 
again, seeks funding authorization.  The MPG application was not funded (likely due to the priority 
scoring associated with the Vermont designation program 
[http://accd.vermont.gov/strong_communities/opportunities/revitalization], which Milton does not 
have and has not sought). 
 
LEGISLATIVE ANALYSIS: 
Administrative Code Article 9 governs the Town's bid process for goods and services valued at $10,000 
or greater.  Staff is requesting that this contract for services not go out to bid pursuant to 
Administrative Code Section 4316(B), which states the following: 
 

Certain services may require a level of trust and experience between the vendor and the Town 
of Milton.  In such circumstances, the Manager may proposed to the Selectboard that is not in 
the best interest of the Town of Milton to bid such services.  The Manager would seek 
authorization from the Selectboard to negotiate on-going contract, which will be examined from 
time to time. 
 

PlaceSense consultant Brandy Saxton has a wide breadth of experience working with peer communities 
throughout Vermont and has provided expert, trusted assistance to the Planning Commission (PC)  
since July of 2015 (when first engaged by P. Bohne), both supporting the Town Planner's transition into 
the Planning Director's seat as well as providing the labor needed to keep the bylaw amendment 
process moving forward during periods of short staffing.  Since July, Ms. Saxton has completed the 
following for the PC: 

 Inventory of the vision, goals and recommendations in the Town Plan and supporting plans & 
studies; 

 Assessment of regulatory conformance to the Plan; 

http://accd.vermont.gov/strong_communities/opportunities/revitalization
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 Recommended alternative approaches to land use. 
The PC reviewed the proposed approaches to finalize a Bylaw Amendment Strategy in September and 
began implementing the strategy in October.  The PC is currently working to finalizing language in 
preparation for a community workshop in February/March.  A primary goal with this amendment is 
to lift Interim Zoning Bylaws by addressing the concerns therein. 
 
Staff feels that it would not be in the best interest of the Town go bid for the proposed services.  
PlaceSense has provided valuable and cost-effective assistance to the satisfaction of Staff and the 
Commission.   Continuity of service will save time and improve the consistency and quality of the 
proposal.  Without this assistance (and given the current scope of work) the amount of research time 
available to support the proposal would be reduced and the work schedule may be delayed.  It would 
also reduce the Director's ability to support other ongoing initiatives, such as: workflow process 
improvements, an Economic Development summit, ongoing staff training etc. 
 
FISCAL ANALYSIS: 

 The proposed sum for services outlined in the attachment is $11,800. 

 The source of funding would be from the Planning Department's budget.  Staff certifies that 
there is adequate surplus in FY16 in the Department's 100, 200 series to cover this expense due 
to savings from: 264 hours without a Town Planner, new parent leave, and insurance buyouts.  

 In the FY17 Planning Department Budget,  Staff recommended $4,500 in "Other Professional" 
which, if finalized by the Board and approved by the voters, would cover billings after July 1.  
Staff would aim to concentrate most of the work/billings in FY16, although we expect that there 
will be surplus in the Planning Department's FY16 budget to transfer into the fund balance at 
the fiscal year's end.

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SCOPE OF WORK
PlaceSense will work with the Milton Planning Department and Planning 
Commission to revise the town’s land use regulations as recommended in the 
Technical Review and Revision Strategy Final Report. Specifically, the consultant 
will:

1.	 Coordinate with Planning Department staff to develop an outline for unified 
development regulations that will consolidate the town’s existing zoning 
and subdivision bylaws. The consultant will focus on revising the DB1 and 
M districts, as well as related site plan and development standards, while 
town staff completes other planned revisions and the unification of the 
regulations.

2.	 Provide the Planning Commission with revised drafts of the land use 
regulations for the DB1 and M districts, as well as related site plan and 
development standards. This is anticipated to include specific access 
management, site plan, streetscape and building standards within the town 
town core.

3.	 Meet regularly with the Planning Commission to review and refine that 
language.

4.	 Facilitate two community workshops to present and take feedback on the 
proposed changes to the regulations. The first is anticipated to focus on the 
DB1 district and related standards and the second on the M districts and 
their standards.

5.	 Assist Planning Department staff with preparing a final draft of the unified 
regulations in advance of the adoption process.

IV. Public Forum – Jen Dooley, Chair of the Library Trustees addressed the Board regarding the FY 21 

’17 budget. A letter was provided from the Trustees stating if the FY ’17 budget retained a 22 
$5,000 reduction in the library budget the Trustees decided its open hours would need to 23 
decrease to absorb the adjustment. The Trustees requested the reduction be changed to 24 
$2,500. The Board thanked her for the discussion and her time.  25

    A. Water/ Wastewater Budget & Capital Items 28 

  Lavallee stated to begin that afternoon he discovered a major discrepancy regarding the 29 
amount of water purchased from the Champlain Water District and the amount billed in Q4 of 30 
2015. This led him to believe there may be a major leak somewhere. He will come up with a 31 
strategy to solve this issue.  32

Lavallee then provided an overview of the proposed water and wastewater expense and 34 
revenue budgets that comprise the Town’s enterprise fund. He recommends a 3% increase in 35 
both water and sewer rates for FY ’17. Lavallee then went over his capital budget for FY ‘ 17. 36

VI. Reconsideration 38 
A. Fiscal Year 2017 Budget and Capital Items 39 
Barlow Casey presented a revised capital budget for FY ’17 and a discussion covering its items 40 
followed. The Board asked that an update is made and presented at its January 18th meeting. 41 
The general fund allocation of $354,231 will remain in the proposed budget and the allocation 42 
of those funds will be decided by the Board at the future meeting. No further adjustments were 43 
made to the proposed FY ’17 budget, the Board will hear feedback from the public at the 44 
budget social on Saturday, January 16th before moving to adopt the article for Town Meeting.  45
