Chittenden Solid Waste District (CSWD) Recycling & Composting Containers
Grant Funding Opportunity

Purchase Recycling Containers for Bombardier Park

Legislative Analysis:

The Chittenden Solid Waste District (CSWD) is inviting municipalities, public schools and non-profits to apply
for its FY17 Recycling & Composting Containers Grant. The maximum available grant is $3,000 towards the
cost of all eligible containers, including shipping and sales tax and it requires up to a 50% match. $5,500 from
the 2 Penny for Recreation Reserve Fund has been set aside in the FY17-22 Capital Improvement Plan to
purchase recycling and trash receptacles to be placed in Bombardier Park East and West. With the current set up
in the Park, there are issues which this improvement will address:

e The current, lighter weight containers are easily blown over during storms, or windy days, causing
materials to scatter and be blown throughout the Park.

¢ Vermont’s universal recycling law established a requirement beginning in July 2015 that every trash
container in a public facility must be accompanied by a recycling container. The State allowed a grace
period before enforcement however beginning July 1, 2016 they will be working to enforce this
requirement. If trash containers do not have accompanying recycling bins they will need to be removed
from the public facility. This is an opportunity to create a thorough, uniform and aesthetically pleasing
system throughout our parkland that is secure.

¢ A requirement to have containers for compostable materials made available as well is forthcoming.
Future compost containers can easily be secured to the proposed blue recycling containers.

e Timeline: Spring 2016 — researched products and received quotes from vendors. Summer 2016 — Apply
for CSWD Recycling Container Grant. Late summer 2016 — Order and install/place new containers.
*This timeline is an estimate

The one-half cent for recreation was established beginning in FY *14 for recreation upgrades, improvements
and additions of facilities and amenities as detailed in the capital plan. This project is critical for keeping our
Parks beautiful and inviting plus protecting the environment from litter and debris.

Recreation Staff has researched possible containers and there are a number of options to consider. Our current
set up in the Park is a low cost option with standard, lighter weight trash and recycling containers that are not
able to be secured to the ground or facilities in a prolonged fashion. After much research and consulting with
Milton Buildings and Grounds staff and visiting other local Parks, our preferred option is the Recycle 42
containers made by American Recycled Products. These blue containers come with decals to identify them as
recycling and they are approved by the CSWD grantor. Our preferred trash container for the Park is the Black
Gloss 55 Gallon Drum with Black Plastic Dome Lid made by Trashcans Unlimited. LLC. These trash cans are
heavy duty, durable, have the ability to be easily painted in the future and compliment the blue recycling




container nicely. These containers will use black drum liner bags whereas the recycling containers will use clear
bags. Recreation and Buildings and Grounds staff have identified 14 locations in the Park for the steel drums
and recycling container combination. Four (4) additional locations have been identified in areas close to
Municipal Building entrances as additional possible locations to include a recycling container and a current,
gray trash receptacle. It is also recommended to order two (2) recycling containers for back-up in case of theft,
damage or vandalism. The remaining current gray trash containers will be kept on hand for special events and
other locations when needed. This totals twenty (20) recycling containers and fourteen (14) steel drum lid
combos.

A grant award from CSWD would serve as an added revenue stream for this project and allow for the greater
quantity of containers to be purchased (20) and reduce the overall municipal cost from the % Penny for Parks

reserve fund.

Fiscal Analysis:
The cost for 20 recycling containers is $4,200. This grant application request is for $2,100 (50% total cost).

The 50% matching funds are available in the Town of Milton’s %2 Penny for Parks recreation reserve fund and
the approved project (up to $5,500) is included in the FY17-22 Capital Improvement Plan.
